Last month we began to detail some of the reasons the elders, board and staff 
at AC3 feel that now is the time to pursue increased space:   

- Limited parking,  
- Pinched auditorium space at our prime inviting hour 
- The need for more Kreek Kids space 
- The urgent need for more Lobby space and community outreach 

space 

Of course, these are all great problems to have!  It means that we’re growing, 
that God is adding to our number every month people who are being invited, 
and finding this a safe place to seek God and to grow up in their faith in Christ.  
That’s our vision and we’re seeing it become reality every week! 

So this month, I want to start to look to the future and let you know what is 
currently being done to meet our space needs.  After much discussion and 
prayer, the Board of Directors came up with the following parameters: 

Timetable: We would like to be able to launch a firm plan for new space by the 
end of the year, and would like to make a move within 18-24 months of setting 
that plan in motion. 

New Construction or Pre-existing:  to meet this timetable and avoid a 
possible 4 year delay, and to avoid the enormous red tape and development 
costs of new construction, we are looking for a pre-existing structure. 

Rent or Own:  we prefer to own rather than lease to give our church equity, but 
to meet out timetable we will not be able to raise enough funds to purchase 
right away.  If the space is right for our long-term needs, we are prepared to 
lease to own, or to lease until a purchase is feasible.

Look: a non-churchy building, neutral 
territory for seekers, multi-purpose, not 
frilly, yet professional looking with good 
visibility. 

Because we are looking for pre-existing 
and plan to lease before we buy, we can 
only come up with hypothetical 
scenarios and building options at this 
time.  But one warehouse in particular in 
north Marysville has given us a template 
to examine costs.  This building would 
be triple what we pay now for lease 
costs ($15,000 vs. $5,000). It would also 
require some renovation to make it 
functional as a church… and once in we 
would consider long range purchasing 
options. 

We are very excited about this 
challenge and we want to get everyone 
at AC3 energized about this too.  It will 
mean a lot of sacrifice and sensitivity to 
try and raise money while maintaining 
our focus on reaching seekers and 
growing believers.  But I think we’re 
more ready for this new test of our faith 
than we ever have been. 

We are meeting with stewardship 
companies this month to see if they can 
help us navigate those white waters and 
get us over the financial obstacles in the 
way of expanded ministry.  We are also 
forming our own Stewardship 
Committee to help oversee the 
fundraising drive that will need to take 
place.
